1. Each project can be undertaken by pairs, a group, class or as a whole school.

2. Allindividuals working on a project must be registered pupils in a Primary or Special Needs School and between the
ages of 8 and 13 (7 to 18 in Special Needs Schools). We welcome entries from Special Needs Schools, judges will take
into consideration that these are Special Needs School Entries.

3. All work entered must be pupils’ own but may be aided/guided by a teacher. Each entry must have the signature of a
teacher or principal to attest it is the pupils’ own work and has the support of the school.

4. Projects may be completed in Irish or English.

5. The competition categories are as follows:

e (Category A: 3rd and 4th Classes and Years 5&6 (Northern Ireland) or Special Needs Equivalent
e (Category B: 5th and 6th Classes and Year 7 (Northern Ireland) or Special Needs Equivalent
e (Category C: Whole School
