Workshop 1: Evaluating School Partnerships 

Evaluation is often cited as an essential element of good practice in linking, yet it usually drifts down to the bottom of the partnership priority list as more immediate concerns demand to be met.  This workshop aims to encourage participants to engage with evaluation and to use it as a valuable tool for strengthening school partnerships.

· actively explore evaluation methodologies that are practical, inclusive and enjoyable.
